1839-The Clemens family moves to Hannibal, Missouri

1847- Samuel starts as an Apprentice with older brother Orion at the Hannibal
Newspaper his job was to setting the type.

1853- Samuel works for a printer in eastern cities
1857-1861- Sam pilots steamboats on the Mississippi River
1861-Sam goes to Nevada with his older brother Orion
1863-Sam begins to use his pen name “Mark Twain”
1864-Sam moves to San Francisco

1866-Sam goes to Hawaii

1867- Sam sails to Europe and the Holy Land
1869-Sam publishes The Innocents Abroad

1870-Sam marries Olivia Langdon on February 2
1871- Sam and Olivia move to Hartford, Connecticut
1872- Sam publishes Roughing It

1876- Sam publishes The Adventures of Tom Sawyer
1878-1879-Sam and his family visits Europe

1880- Sam publishes A Tramp Abroad

1881-Sam publishes The Prince and the Pauper
1882-Sam revisits the Mississippi River

1883-89 Sam publishes Life on the Mississippi, Adventures of Huckleberry Finn, A
Connecticut Yankee in King Arthur’s Court.
